This may be the first post-union congregation to have erected 
a building.  Our Sanctuary was dedicated on July 19, 1926.  We draw your attention 
to our windows designed by Christopher Wallis, and our organ, built by Gabriel 
Kney, both of London.  The congregation has been ministered to by outstanding 
spiritual leaders, Dr. Frederick W. Gilmour, Dr. John Fleck, Dr. D. Glenn Campbell, 
Rev. Rod Ferguson, Rev. Karen Timbers and Rev. Kevin Steeper.
